Rosary for Peace

Introduction (Ann Myers): WUCWO has asked for prayers for Pope Francis from all member organizations.
Since peace is a recurring theme in the Pope’s talks we will recite the rosary for the Pope’s intentions over the
next days and do so with a focus on peace.

Peace is more than the mere absence of conflict as the Bible and Pope Francis constantly remind us. Peace is a
noun; that is it names a thing. However, peace is always linked to verbs to action . We are called to pray for
peace, to make peace that Christ gives. Both Scripture and Pope Francis note the intrinsic relationship between
peace and justice that without justice there can be no lasting peace.

As we pray the decades of the rosary let us meditate on Scripture and on the words of Pope Francis. Let us
begin with song as it has been said that when we sing we pray twice and what better hymn that the Prayer of St.
Francis. Verse 1 and refrain only.

A lively
awareness of our relatedness helps us to look upon and treat each person as a true sister or brother; without
fraternity it is impossible to build a just society and a solid and lasting peace. We should remember that
fraternity is generally first learned in the family, thanks above all to the responsible and complementary roles of
each of its members, particularly the father and the mother. The family is the wellspring of all fraternity, and as
such it is the foundation and the first pathway to peace, since, by its vocation, it is meant to spread its love to
the world around it.”

Pope Francis: 3. Fr. Doug: “If then, we consider peace as opus solidaritatis, we cannot fail to acknowledge that
fraternity as its principal foundation. Peace, John Paul Il affirmed, is an indivisible good. Either it is the good of
all or it is the good of none. It can be truly attained and enjoyed, as the highest quality of life and a more human
and sustainable development, only if all are guided by solidarity a “a firm and persevering determination to
commit oneself to the common good”. This means not being guided by a “desire for profit” or a “thirst for
power”. What is needed is the willingness to “lose ourselves” for the sake of others rather than exploiting them,
and to “serve them” instead of oppressing them for our own advantage. “The ‘other’ - whether a person,
people or nations—T[is to be seen] not just as some kind of instrument with a work capacity and physical
strength to be exploited at low cost and then discarded when no longer useful, but as our ‘neighbour’, a ‘helper’.
